FEMA Don’t really have a number yet.  Currently there is no place to request assistance but there should be soon (who knows where).  Once created, assistance centers are called DACs.  After registration, an inspector will visit within two weeks to confirm damages.  FEMA provides grants (that means you don’t pay it back) but you probably won’t get one if they think you can pay it back.  See SBA.  FEMA may have some grants that are not dependent on income status.

Post Office: Have FREE post cards to send out to family. They delivered stuff that was on island but are not bringing in anything new.
